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General Information

The purpose of the download files is to provide the data displayed on the State of the Schools Report web site. The files are tab-delimited ASCII text files that can be viewed and/or imported into spreadsheets or other applications. For questions, please see the Feedback link on the web site.

Clarification: Students “meeting the standards” are considered to be “meeting or exceeding the standard”.  

To Open a File in Excel

1. From menu, select File->Open.

2. In Open dialog window, select “Text Files” as files of type.

3. Select the file that was downloaded and click Open.

4. Excel will then open a series of windows to determine how to import the data from the export file. The following options should be selected:


File Type: Delimited


Delimiter: TAB

5. After the file is open, select File->Save As and be sure to select Microsoft Excel as the Save as Type. 

NOTE:  Excel is limited to 65,536 rows and will only display 255 characters in a column.  

Format of Data

Percentages

All percentages will be formatted for decimal notation.  For example, if the percentage is 30.56% the file will have .3056. By storing the data in the file like this, computer applications can appropriately format the data as a percentage.

Each file will contain the School Year that the data in the row represents.  The School Year will be in yyyyyyyy format with no hyphen. For example, 2006-2007 will appear in the file as 20062007.
County, District, School

Each School District and School Building is identified by the Nebraska Department of Education using a combination of ID numbers for County, District, and School. The County is a 2-digit number which is NOT the number used for license plates (see the Counties20062007.txt file for a list of counties and numbers). The District is a four-digit number. The School is a three-digit number. On the web site, this combination of ID numbers can be seen for a School District or School Building on the Description page below the phone number.

Agency Name

Each row will have a name associated with the Type, in order to identify the National, State, School District, or School Building data. Be aware that School Districts or School Buildings can have the same name. The County, District, and School number combination should always be used to uniquely identify a School District or School Building.
